  Probably makes another visit to Corinth, where he is rejected.

  In this letter Paul rebukes the Corinthians for rejecting him. 
  Afterward, Paul sets out for Corinth but is met by Titus in Macedonia,  
  who tells Paul the Corinthians have repented (2 Cor. 7:6, 14).

  Visits Corinth a third time (3 months--Acts 20:2-3)         56 
 ***Writes Romans from Corinth 56 
 Fifth trip to Jerusalem (Acts 21:17). Paul is arrested and tried before

 ***Likely writes Philemon, Colossians, Ephesians, Philippians from    60-62

 ***Writes 2 Timothy from Roman prison; his farewell letter.
